Bowling Congress (USBC). The TN Road to the Goldi s a scratch singles tournament.

2. All participants must be Junior Gold Members to compete. You may registe  r to become a Junior
Gold Member at the event prior to competition. U20 & U15 Membership is $30 and U12 is $10.
Entry Fees will be as follows: U20 - $65.00 U15 - $55.00 U12 - $45.00

Premier Events will have an additional $10 fee for entries to hel  p fund the travel expenses.

Tournament Formats will be Five (5) Game Block with the field in each  division cut to the top Four (4)

bowlers. If a division has 20+ entries, the top Six (6) bowlers will advance to the semi-finals. Allt  ies will

be broken with a one-game (1) roll-off until the ti e is broken. The advancers in each division willb ~ owl two

(2) games on the pair of lanes and the two (2) bo  wlers with the lowest two (2) game set will be

eliminated, and so forth until we have Two (2) bowl  ers. The two (2) finalists will once again, bowl (2)

games to decide the Champion. In case of atieina ny elimination match, the bowlers will roll a 9 " and 10™

frame until the tie is broken. The Champion willre  ceive a paid entry to the Junior Gold National

Tournament in their division.

Junior Gold Spots will be based on a 1:5 ratio plus major fractions i n each division. Each event will be

one (1) squad beginning at 10:00 AM.

Due to Junior Gold Qualifying Rules, there must be five (5) bowlers in a division to give a Junior Gold

Spot away. If any division does not have enough entries, they will be combined fora CO-ED division or

the entrants may bowl with an Older Division. Tourn ament Champions will receive a TRTTG Special

Edition Shirt. All Advancers will be eligible to pu rchase these shirts at a reduced price.

For the Final Premier Event, in order to win the expense funds; participants mus t have bowled in five (5)

previous TN Road to the Gold Events. All entrants are eligible for the Junior Gold Spots, but points’

Champions and Final Premier Tournament Champions will be awarded equal expense awards. Bowlers

will be limited to a Single Premier Award. Points Championships will be considered first and then

followed by Tournament Champions. Repeat Champions will be awarded a $50 Scholarship in lieu of shirt

Competitors shall provide their own bowling shir t with a “butterfly” collar or a mock collar. Mock Collars

must be a minimum of % of one (1) inch. All shirts must have finished sleeves for all competitions.

Females may wear a sleeveless shirt with a butterfl  y collar; only if the sleeves are finished. Onlyf  ull-

length pants/slacks will be allowed for males and f emales during all levels of competition (i.e. quali fying,

semifinals and match play). No shorts, skirts, walk ing shorts, Capri pants, culottes or yoga pants wil | be

authorized for wear during all levels of competitio n. Shirts with sleeves cut off, torn, or ripped ma  y not be

worn. All apparel worn by competitors shall be loo se fitting and not made of denim, fleece or

lycra/spandex-like material. Jeans of any color, s horts, bib overalls, scooters, warm-up suits or clo thes

with elastic at the ankles are not allowed. Nowri  ting on, or defacing of the bowling shirt will be p ermitted

at any time. Champions of each tournament will rece  ive a personal fully sublimated shirt from TRTTG. A |l

other qualifiers may purchase a shirt for $30. Addi  tional shirts may be purchased for $45 each.

No head covering or sunglasses can be worn while practicing or competing (hats, caps, or bandannas,

etc.). Headphones can only be used in the bowlers’ area and cannot be used while bowling. No cell

phones can be used in the bowlers’ area.

Competitors are not allowed to use tobacco produ cts during competition or related events while in t heir

bowling shirt. Failure to comply with this rule wi Il result in a verbal warning. A second offense wi Il result

in disqualification from the tournament and related events. Consumption of alcoholic beverages and/or

use of illegal drugs by any participant at any time will result in disqualification from the tournamen t and

related events. Advertisements on apparel or bowlin g equipment depicting alcohol, tobacco, gambling, o r

inappropriate language/gestures during tournament c ompletion will not be allowed and may result in

disqualification from the tournament.

Altering the surface of a bowling ball by the u  se of abrasives, cleaners, or polish is prohibited during

competition. In addition, no substances may placed on the outer surface of the bowling ball. The out er

surface of the bowling ball may only be cleaned wit h a dry towel once competition has begun.

Competition is defined as; any time the bowler(s) b  egin to bowl for score. No modifications can be ma  de

to affect the balance of a bowling ball (i.e. addit  ional weight holes, altering any existing holes, et c.).
Match Play: During the match play portion of the event the outer surface on the bowling ballma  y be

altered only between each round.
